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Road Traffic Act 1988

Driving a mechanically propelled vehicle on aroad or other public
place without due care and attention, or without reasonable
consideration for other persons. (s3)

A person is to be regarded as driving without due care and attention if
the way he drives falls below what would be expected of a competent
and careful driver. (3ZA2)

A person is to be regarded as driving without reasonable
consideration for other persons if those persons are inconvenienced
by his driving. (3ZA4)

The Highway Code may be used in evidence in any court proceedings
under the Traffic Acts (Introduction, Highway Code)

Road Danger Reduction Elements:

A 1. Difference in potential lethality of errant cycling and
errant driving.

A 2. Close passing implicated in collisions causing cyclist
KSls:- dooring; hit from behind; hit from side: 25 - 30%
KSIs.

A 3. Beyond KSIs: The experience of being close passed is
taken seriously.

A 3. Experience of intimidation dissuades take-up of
cycling.
